Note: Beginning in 1834, these celebrated decorative panels by Zuber & Co. depict iconic views of North America, based on com-
positions by Jean-Julien Deltil and printed from antique woodblocks dating to the seventeenth century. The complete panoramic
series comprises thirty-two panels, printed from 1,690 blocks in more than two hundred colors.

The scenes — including Natural Bridge in Virginia, Niagara Falls, New York Bay, West Point, and Boston Harbor — reflect the ide-
alized vision of America admired in nineteenth-century Europe. Although often considered faithful depictions of the American
landscape, certain details clearly recall European ports.

Imported into the United States in the nineteenth century, the Views of North America series was intended for a wide audience
but became famous for its installation in the White House. Jacqueline Kennedy salvaged a set of panels from a Maryland residence
slated for demolition and installed them in the Diplomatic Reception Room, where they remain today.

Note: The lithographs published by Jacques-Gérard Milbert (1776-1840) inspired five of the scenes in the Views of North America
series. An engineer with the Erie Canal Commission, Milbert traveled throughout the northeastern United States between 1815
and 1823, collecting specimens of flora and fauna for the Museum of Natural History in Paris and documenting landscapes, social
customs, and technological innovations. Upon returning to France, he published in 1828-1829 the Picturesque Itinerary of the
Hudson River and the Peripheral Parts of North America, a 569-page volume with fifty-four lithographs.

Designer Jean-Julien Deltil (1791-1863) likely never visited North America, but drew freely from five of Milbert's lithographs to cre-
ate his decorative panels, enlivening the scenes for a pleasing and engaging effect on domestic walls. In his reinterpretation, free
African Americans dressed elegantly appear alongside whites in the View of New York taken from Weahawk; sailors, longshoremen,
and a busy harbor animate the View of Boston and the South Boston Bridge; several Native Americans in colorful attire perform
before onlookers in the View of the Natural Bridge in Virginia; while in Niagara Falls from the American Side, Deltil adds sailboats
drifting calmly beneath the falls.

The attribution to Lallemand is confirmed by an ink and lapis on paper depicting the same view, which was sold at auction on Oc-
tober 7, 2010, by Binoche Renaud Giquello SARL in Paris.

Note: The painting presents a wide view of the Campo Vaccino, the ancient Roman Forum, looking towards the Capitoline Hill. In
the foreground, a pastoral scene with figures and animals introduces the depth of the composition, following a narrative scheme
typical of eighteenth-century vedute.
On the left, ruined buildings drawn from the medieval and Renaissance fabric of the Forum are freely reinterpreted; at the center,
the Palazzo Senatorio and its bell tower are recognizable, while on the right a large tree-lined backdrop, recurrent in Lallemand’s
language, balances the composition.

The atmospheric rendering, descriptive attention, and scenographic construction confirm the attribution to Jean-Baptiste
Lallemand, a French master renowned for vedute and architectural capriccios elaborated during and after his Roman sojourn.
The work fully reflects the formula he developed during his years in Rome (c. 1747-1761): idealized ruins juxtaposed with real
elements, expansive luminous spaces, and small groups of figures animating the landscape, in a style recalling the Panini tradition
and Arcadian sensibility.

This View of Rome with the Campo Vaccino towards the Capitoline Hill is thus situated at the heart of the artist's Italian production,
distinguished by compositional balance and refined treatment of light.

The confident brushwork and taste for decorative detail reveal its derivation from the French style of the first half of the 18th cen-
tury, influenced by Dutch genre painting and the refined tastes of European courts.

Note: Among the leading Flemish still-life specialists of the seventeenth century, Jan Fyt emerged as one of the foremost painters of
animals, game, and hunting trophies. The son of a wealthy Antwerp merchant, he first trained under Hans van den Berch and later
perfected his skills in the workshop of Frans Snyders, the most celebrated master of the genre. From Snyders he inherited not only
a preference for rich and dynamic subjects but also a refined attention to surfaces, plumage, and natural textures.

After leaving Snyders’ studio in 1631, Fyt embarked on an extended training journey that took him first to Paris and then to
Italy, where he spent time in Naples, Florence, Venice, and Rome. In the capital he joined the Schildersbent, the confraternity
of Northern artists, receiving the nickname “Goudvink” (“Bullfinch”), a testament to both his affable nature and his identity as a
painter specializing in animals. Exposure to Italian taste and aristocratic collecting broadened his reputation and contributed to the
development of a more luminous and compositional style.

Upon returning to Antwerp in 1641, Fyt established a flourishing studio that attracted numerous pupils, including Pieter Boel and
Jacob van der Kerckhoven, both destined for distinguished international careers. The breadth of his output attests to the success
he enjoyed among an extensive European clientele: the refined elegance of his animals, the almost tactile verisimilitude, and the
sense of theatricality that permeates his compositions represent the pinnacle of the Flemish tradition in this genre.

Note: Tra i maggiori specialisti fiamminghi di nature morte del Seicento, Jan Fyt si affermo come uno dei protagonisti della pittura
di animali, selvaggina e trofei di caccia. Figlio di un agiato mercante di Anversa, fu inizialmente allievo di Hans van den Berch, per
poi perfezionarsi nella bottega di Frans Snyders, il piu celebre maestro del genere. Da quest'ultimo mutuo non solo la predilezione
per soggetti ricchi e dinamici, ma anche una raffinata attenzione alle superfici, ai piumaggi e alle texture naturali.

Dopo aver lasciato lo studio di Snyders nel 1631, Fyt intraprese un lungo viaggio formativo che lo portd prima a Parigi e poi in
Italia, dove soggiorno a Napoli, Firenze, Venezia e Roma. Nella capitale aderi alla Schildersbent, la confraternita degli artisti nordici,
ricevendo il soprannome di “Goudvink” (“Ciuffolotto”), testimonianza della sua affabilita e della sua identita di pittore specialista in
animali. Il contatto con il gusto italiano e con il collezionismo aristocratico accrebbe la sua fama e contribui alla maturazione di un
linguaggio piu luminoso e compositivo.

Rientrato ad Anversa nel 1641, Fyt apri una bottega fiorente che attird numerosi apprendisti, tra cui Pieter Boel e Jacob van der
Kerckhoven, destinati a loro volta a brillanti carriere internazionali. La vastita della sua produzione testimonia il successo goduto
presso una committenza europea estremamente ampia: la ricercata eleganza dei suoi animali, la verosimiglianza quasi tattile e il
senso di teatralita che pervade le sue composizioni rappresentano I'apice della tradizione fiamminga del genere.

Francesco Algarotti, the celebrated eighteenth-century philosopher, writer, and intellectual, was renowned for his role as a bridge
between Italian culture and European philosophical salons.

These general terms of sale are aimed at buyers and suppliers of Marcopolo s.r.l. (hereinafter referred
to as Marcopolo); these terms are available in the Auction Room, listed in the catalog relating to
each auction and published on the auction house’s official website www.marcopoloauctions.com/
under the following URL: https://www.marcopoloauctions.com/uk/purchases-and-sales/condizioni-
generali.asp . Taking part in auctions implies full acceptance of these terms, without any exceptions
or reserves. Buyers and sellers are required, if requested, to sign these terms prior to entering into
any contractual commitments.

Nature of the agreement: Marcopolo s.r.l. operates in the name and on behalf of the legitimate
owners of items offered at auctions: it does not oblige nor acquire rights in its own right and the
effects of the agreement occur directly between the buyer and seller. Marcopolo does not assume
any obligation or liability other than those deriving from its status as agent and with the reservations
and clarifications set out below in respect of sellers, buyers or third parties.

Sellers’ identity: Marcopolo protects the confidentiality of sellers’ identity and personal data; it is not
obliged to provide this information to successful bidders, except in cases where a dispute concerning
the purchased item arises. This without prejudice to the possibility of processing personal data for
the purposes in the context of Anti-Money Laundering.

Warranties: Marcopolo makes no warranty regarding the attribution, authenticity or provenance of
the items offered for sale; the consignor is the sole party liable. Accordingly, the buyer agrees to
purchase the item as is and hereby waives any claim or dispute relating to inspections, analyses
or further investigations beyond those carried out or ordinarily feasible with the means and
information provided by the auction house.

Restrictions on the circulation of certain goods: Buyers are required to comply with all applicable
laws and regulations regarding items subject to notification, with particular reference to Legislative
Decree No. 42/2004. This legislation governs the export of Cultural Goods outside the territory of
the Italian Republic, while exports outside the European Community are additionally subject to the
provisions of EC Regulation No. 116/2009 of December 18, 2008. The export of items is regulated
by the aforementioned legislation as well as current customs and tax laws. Under no circumstances
can Marcopolo be held responsible for the failure to obtain a certificate of free circulation for a
given item, for restrictions arising from the notification of a declaration of cultural interest, or for the
exercise of the right of preemption on behalf of the Italian State. Marcopolo therefore disclaims all
liability towards buyers in relation to any export restrictions on awarded lots. The failure to obtain
the aforementioned authorizations cannot justify the cancellation of the purchase or non-payment.
Registration of auction participants: In order to ensure that the existing provisions in the context of
Anti-Money Laundering are fulfilled, anyone interested in taking part in the auction must register,
providing Marcopolo with the information and documents deemed necessary to identify them,
including: residence, shipping address, email, telephone number, copy of a valid identity card or
passport, tax code, VAT reg. number and bank account details.

Exclusion from auctions: The Sales Manager, at his sole discretion, has the right to exclude from
participation in the auction persons who may disrupt its normal exercise as, by way of example but
not limited to the following: parties who interfere, who trade in the room, who are late in making
payments, regardless of the reason, due to Marcopolo or that have a dispute open both in court and
out of court, or those who have been convicted of crimes concerning trade or patrimony.

Auction mode: Individual lots are sold to the highest bidder, for cash and in Euro. Bids on the increase
during the bidding process cannot be less than 5% of the previous bid.

Unless specifically agreed with the Seller, the precious objects that cannot
be kept on storage constitute an exception. Foreign buyers are required to pay Italian taxes on the
service (V.A.T).

Collection of purchased lots: Purchased goods must be collected at Marcopolo within 48 hours
of payment of the invoice notice referred to in section 15 above at the buyer's expense and risk.
Precious objects can be collected in person the day ensuing the auction: afterwards they will be sent
via insured shipping by the Mailboxes at the buyer's expense. If the buyer pays the purchase price
and buyer’s expenses but fails to collect a purchased lot within thirty calendar days of the auction, the
lot will be stored at the buyer's expense (and risk) at Marcopolo or with a third party. If a purchased
lot is paid for but not collected within six months of the auction, the buyer authorize Marcopolo,
having given notice to the buyer, to arrange a resale of the item by auction or private sale, with
estimates and reserves at Marcopolo discretion.

Damage to shipped goods: Marcopolo will not be liable for any damage suffered from the goods after

the delivery to the shipping agency. All packing and handling is at the buyer’s risk.

Nature of auctioned goods: All goods placed at auction must be considered as used and supplied

as antiques or as products to be repaired and refurbished in accordance with and for the purposes

of Art. 3 paragraph 1 lett. e) of Italian Legislative Decree 206/2005 (ltalian Consumer Code) and

subsequent amendments.
